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State of the Parish

The Ladies Aid Society of Zion Lutheran Church of Peshtigo, Wisconsin was organized 

in 1904 to deepen and enrich the spiritual knowledge and personal faith of each and every 

member.  The main objective of the society shall always be the welfare of our Congregation, of 

our Lutheran Charities, and the Kingdom of God.  For that purpose the Society shall at all 

times work for, and be subject to, the constitution of Zion congregation, its church council, and 

its pastor. 

Any communicant member of good standing in Zion Lutheran Congregation may join 

our Ladies Aid.

In 2009, we put individual 

greeting cards on sale in the fellowship hall (on a display table), we sent many cards to our 

local military members on duty overseas, sent many cards to our Ladies Aid members, church 

members and shut-ins.  We also made and distributed lap-robes to shut-ins, and visited our 

members in area nursing homes.  In November we elected a new Ladies Aid President, Lois 

Spangenberg.  We also celebrated our Christmas Party on December 3
rd
 with 40 members and 

guests in attendance. 

We offer our sincere thanks to Pat Rich and Betty Place for their service with sundry 

sales.  Any officer may now assist in purchase of these items.   

At the end of the year/beginning of the new, we donated gifts of $100 each to First 

Responders, Operation United Hearts, Zion Lutheran Child Development Center Scholarship 

Fund, new communion trays for the church, and the annual Bible Jeopardy event of our 

Sunday School.
